Tackling HIV stigma and discrimination by
working with and facilitating leadership
among faith communities, journalists and
people living with HIV

The AHPN continued to work with faith
communities to tackle HIV stigma and
discrimination by organising trainings with
Christian faith leaders using a toolkit to address
their HIV information needs. A similar toolkit for
Muslim communities is being developed. The
AHPN in partnership with other HIV sector
organisations developed a long-term strategy
on how faith and secular organisations can
work together to address HIV-related issues.

The AHPN collaborated with Panos London and
Thomson Foundation to analyse the
representation of HIV and migrants in UK print
media. The research process and outcomes
were used to foster relationships between HIV
positive migrants and journalists, and to train

HIV advocates to engage the media. The launch
of the report entitled Start the Press brought
stakeholders together, generating greater
coverage of HIV-related issues in the UK on
World AIDS Day 2007.

The AHPN also coordinates Vital Voices, a
leadership training programme for African HIV
positive people in the UK. Vital Voices aims to
develop and enhance leadership skills in order
to enable this population to actively engage in
community, national and global leadership
issues. Thirty African PLWHA came together for
an intensive residential weekend, where they
addressed issues such as self-management,
engagement in advocacy, campaigning and
working with the media. Since then,
participants have given interviews to a range
of media, attended parliamentary meetings,
campaigned at political events and presented
at national conferences.

Campaigning against the deportation of
people living with HIV, who are on
treatment, to countries where HIV treatment
is not accessible

Launched with the support of Zackie Achmat,
the Chair of South Africa’s Treatment Action
Campaign, Destination Unknown calls on the
UK government to halt the deportation of
people living with HIV who are on treatment,
to countries where HIV treatment is not
accessible. In response to the House of Lords
ruling on the case of ‘N’ ([2005] UKHL31) — a
judgment that has recently been upheld by the
European Courts on Human Rights (Case of N.
v. the United Kingdom) — the AHPN continues
to highlight the contradiction between the UK's
policy aim of universal access to HIV treatment
for all those who need it by 2010 and the
deportation of HIV positive people to countries
where treatment may not be accessible or
readily available.

The campaign targets the Home office and
Members of Parliament (MPs). The campaign
tool resembles an airline ticket, 10,000 of
which were distributed to AHPN members
throughout the UK. The campaign garnered the
support of the trade union UNISON and Black
and ethnic media. Campaigning has taken place
in community settings, in faith-based settings
and at Capital Woman 2008. The campaign
significantly mobilised migrant networks and
PLWH who normally would not get involved in
political advocacy.

As a part of the campaign the AHPN published a
research report entitled ‘Completing the
Picture’, which examines some of the Home
Office's Country of Origin reports. The report
calls for more comprehensive and accurate
information in country reports.

Campaigning for new prevention
technologies

The AHPN coordinates the UK African
Microbicides Working Group (individuals from
different HIV organisations working to
accelerate the development of microbicides
and other HIV prevention options), as a
member of UK Campaign for Microbicides.

The Working Group organised seminars in
Manchester and Edinburgh which involved
African women living with HIV and participants
from refugee organisations, universities, family
planning and sexual health clinics. The seminars
focused on the science of microbicides and the
ethics of the trials and contributed to creating a
firm national advocacy base to lobby decision-

makers for funding for the research and
development of microbicides.

The Working Group also met and shared
information with scientists at St George's
University London through lab tours and visits
to community settings which was featured in a
BBC documentary. Working Group members
participated in the International Microbicides
conference in India where they facilitated and
attended sessions, gave presentations and
wrote a blog.

Informing policy and practice by stimulating
debate and undertaking research

The AHPN has held two expert seminars and
organised five country visits to enable us to
develop strategies and policy recommendations
to increase HIV testing amongst Africans living
with undiagnosed HIV in the UK. The expert
seminars involved African people living with
HIV, HIV practitioners, epidemiologists, social
researchers, African community-based
organisations, donors and government
representatives. The seminars reviewed
existing testing initiatives and their acceptability
amongst Africans in the UK. Country visits to
the US, Ghana, South Africa, Malawi and
Ethiopia involved observation and interviews at
community, clinical and commercial testing
settings.

The seminars reported missed opportunities
to test those living with undiagnosed HIV

in primary care settings and a need for
community-based initiatives to have access
to longer term funding and evaluation to
demonstrate effectiveness. The country visits
revealed that strategies grounded in outreach
and community mobilisation that addressed
fear of diagnosis, success of treatment and
HIV-related stigma reported success, as did
multi-sectoral approaches building on existing
structures and partnerships with government,
affected communities, leaders, and HIV
practitioners.

Recommendations from the seminars and the
country visits informed the AHPN's response to
the BHIVA/BASHH/BIS consultation on their
HIV testing guidelines.

The African HIV Policy Network has been a key
stakeholder in shaping and informing the
development of Pan-London African
Communities’ HIV Prevention Programme. The
AHPN specifically organised two consultation
events with its membership during the
stakeholder consultation period, which
informed the AHPN's position. Furthermore,
the AHPN facilitated the development of a
partnership of African community-based
organizations to have an even hand in

competitive tendering process. The partnership,

entitled the Health Empowerment for Africans
in London (HEAL), was successful in its bid and
will be developing the small media and health
promotion skills building aspect of the
programme in partnership with the Terrence
Higgins Trust (THT).

National African HIV
Prevention Programme

The National African HIV Prevention
Programme (NAHIP) is a national HIV
prevention programme that targets Africans
living in England. The programme is
implemented through production of resources,
training, small and mass media campaigns and
outreach, and delivered predominantly by
African led organisations. NAHIP is funded by
the Department of Health and managed by the
African HIV Policy Network (AHPN).

The programme'’s overall aim is to reduce the
acquisition and transmission of HIV among
African people living in England.

BASS Line 2007 survey: assessing the sexual
HIV prevention needs of African people
in England

BASS Line

The first of its magnitude aimed at African
people living in England, the survey was
informed by NAHIP partner agencies that
described and prioritised the HIV prevention
needs they were concerned with. Additionally,
the partnership participated in developing the
topics for the questionnaire, which was piloted
to ensure that language and concepts were
appropriate and acceptable.

The BASS Line report highlights the HIV
prevention needs of Africans living in England.
All sexually active people have specific needs
that must be met in order to reduce their
likelihood of participating in HIV transmission.
This includes people who have tested HIV
negative, those who have been diagnosed HIV
positive and those who have not been tested
for HIV. The report complements existing
research on African people living in the UK
including Mayisha | and II.

The document The Knowledge, the Will and the
Power (KWP) is a comprehensive plan of action
for NAHIP partner organisations, key stakeholders
and decision-makers to minimise the number of
sexual HIV acquisitions and transmissions
involving African people living with HIV.

KWHP is a collaborative plan of action that aims to
unite a diverse range of actors that in any way
influence sexual transmission to and from African
people in England. KWP articulates an ethical and
rights-based framework and is grounded on an
evidence-based approach to HIV prevention.

Launched on 27 March 2008, this planning
document, aligned with the BASS Line 2007
report, gives a good indication of where the most
need for HIV prevention is and where the greatest
opportunity for transmission lies.




HIV Prevention and NAHIP

Do it Right — Africans making
healthy choices

The Do It Right campaign includes a series of
videos that illustrate different sexual health
scenarios and attitudes towards safer sex and
sexuality. The videos aim to generate public
discussion and raise awareness about the
impact of HIV and other sexually transmitted
infections (STls) on African families in the UK.

The campaign was launched in March 2008.
The Do it Right campaign aims to deliver
information about access to sexual health
services for African people living in England.

The campaign is delivered through an interactive
website with forum discussions and extensive
external links to sexual health services in England
including video storylines and resources such as
booklets, wallet cards and posters.

The AHPN disseminates information to and from its
members and other stakeholders, including the
statutory sector, funders, organisations and
individuals who are interested in HIV and sexual
health with relevance to Africans living in the UK.
The AHPN also facilitated the largest conference
centred on an integrated response to HIV amongst
Africans living in the UK entitled ‘Under The
Baobab Tree’.

Media links were established to direct the way in
which personal stories on HIV and related
campaigns are reported. This was done by actively
liaising with radio, print and online media.
Interviews about who we are and what we do were
also shown on African TV channels in the UK.

As a result there has been:

e More coverage about HIV and sexual health in
BME media

e Better monitoring of local, national and
international media and information about HIV
and African communities in the UK

e ncrease in responses to articles in popular
press to inform and provide commentary on
HIV and Africans living in the UK

The AHPN continued to have electronic information
updates disseminated via email which provide the
most recent information on events, publications,
policy, campaigning, training and news stories
relevant to Africans affected by HIV. All information
can be accessed via the AHPN website
www.ahpn.org.
